On the second convention we talked about the future of Slavic collections, while the third 
convention had it´s accent on the digitalization of the collections and on application of new technologies in library 
environment. Fourth convention was  dedicated to presentation of best practices in the field that is crucial for the 
development of librarianship financing, cooperation with other institutions and staffing issues in libraries. Topic of  Fifth 
Convention was logical consequence of previous ones, it was time to take a look into the Library from outside - from 
perspective of our users.
